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At the business meeting two months ago, I handed out a flyer that reflected continuing Children’s ministries and several new items of interest including the NC Bible Drill, and a LifeWay Discipleship series entitled, Top 10 Issues Facing Today’s Families.  Last month I briefly introduced to this body a Family Ministries Strategy which included Legacy Milestones, an “umbrella” ministry that adds new ministries and directs all others towards our goal to Connect Family, Church and Home.  Handouts and a questionnaire were also distributed and discussed.  
For several months now, I’ve shared information on the broad subject of Family Ministries via the Challenger, and for those with internet access, our church website and by email.  Recently, I’ve stopped people in the hallways and visited folks at their home to talk to them about the Legacy Milestones ministry and how it could help our church reach our goals.  

I have developed a PowerPoint slideshow on my proposed Strategy for Family Ministries and presented it on several occasions including last month’s family meeting following the Deacon’s Family Fellowship on March 22.  
I’ve advertised additional resources for the church to become better acquainted with the strategy.  These resources included a book entitled, Shift, What it Takes to Reach Today’s Families, the Legacy Milestones website, churches who have adopted the Legacy Milestones program and I’ve invited folks to call, visit or email me with their comments.  
I believe it is time to present the following motion:

As the Associate Pastor for Family Ministries and with the Pastor’s support, I make the motion that our church adopt the Family Ministries strategy as previously discussed, which includes the Legacy Milestones ministry, a new Family Discipleship series entitled The Top 10 Issues Facing Today’s Families, an evening missions and Bible teaching ministry entitled Children in Action and the NC Bible Drill.     
Upon acceptance of this motion, I will immediately pursue acquiring resource materials, recruitment of facilitators and schedule activities with the church calendar.
