It’s time to implement the Family Ministry Strategy for 2011-12!  But wait, first…let me summarize.  1)  In order for any organization to succeed they need a goal in which all can believe and support.  Our church goal is to “Connect family, Church and Home”.  2)  Then a strategy is needed for obtaining that goal.  Our church strategy has four parts:  
· Legacy Milestone Family Ministry (LMFM) – is the “connection” apparatus
· Develop A mission Oriented Children’s Ministry – Children in Action fits the bill

· Offer a Discipleship Series That Equips Parents – Top 10 Issues Facing Today’s Family is relevant to today’s cultural struggles and will help parents to prioritize family values. 
· A children’s Bible Based, Bible Learning Ministry – NC Bible Drill is a disciplined approach to developing a lasting connection to God’s Word

The LMFM has three out of seven Milestone Leaders (ML) so far.  Their main responsibility is to contact and maintain a connection with parents and their children via personal contact and other church events.  Do you have a child in the Birth through Pre-K age?  Contact Doug Robbins.  Do you have a child in second or third grade?  Contact Bill Sherman.  Do you have a child in fourth or fifth grade?  Contact Jane Gainey.  

I have trouble calling for “agents needed for CiA”.  Honestly, that’s what the children are called:  agents.  Children in Action (CiA) is a WMU sponsored, mission oriented, Bible based, fun filled ministry.  A leader has been approached but not confirmed as yet, can you help, too?  We’ve scheduled the Kick-off CiA meeting for Sunday evening of July 17.  Sign up your kindergarten through 5th graders now.  

Four people have expressed an interest in facilitating courses in the Top Ten Issues discipleship series starting in September.  The timing will give everyone a chance to get back into the routine after the summer months.  Course subjects are provocative and insightful…maybe you’d like to facilitate one or two?  Come see me!    

Before the adult discipleship series begins, the NC Bible Drill is scheduled to begin on Wednesday nights starting August 2nd.  You’ll want to enroll your children in grades four through 12 by calling the church office or contacting Wanda Thomas, Director.

It has the potential to be both an outreach and assimulation ministry as well as helping parents to be the primary spiritual influencers in their families.  It will take total church support and participation for it to work and I pray that God will do just that!  Let’s roll!
