Last month was a month of action in regards to the recently introduced 2011-2012 Family Ministries Strategy Plan.  
LMFM – The Legacy Milestones Family Ministry (LMFM) has already begun.  3 of 7 Milestone Leaders have been selected and they have begun work contacting parents and reviewing training suggestions for equipping parents.  Immediate plans are to contact others to fill the 4 remaining slots, schedule a ML training session, and then a Parent’s Summit in which all parents are invited to be introduced to LMFM and then given opportunity to participate.      
Discipleship – Several facilitators have been selected to teach “Top10 Issues Facing Today’s Family”.  So that facilitators would have time to gather resources and develop their courses, the start date for the first course is the week following the Labor Day weekend.  These courses are designed to help parents (and other interested individuals) cope with today’s issues that tend to diminish spiritual nutrition in the family.     
Children in Action – I am currently talking with someone to head this ministry up.  In the meantime, a promo pack is being ordered from WMU for the CIA ministry.  CIA is designed for boys and girls in grades 1-6 and will start in September to coincide with discipleship training on Sunday nights.  
Note:  Recently I found out that the NC WMU will provide free resource material for six months and a 20% discount on other orders.
