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I’m sure that this congregation is anxious to see some progress in family ministries and I am prepared to give that report momentarily.  First, I would like to say that for several months now I’ve been busy trying to emphasize the overall family strategy for 2011.  This strategy includes two children’s ministries, the NC Bible Drill and Children in Action, and an adult discipleship series from LifeWay called The Top 10 Issues facing today’s family, and an umbrella ministry called Legacy Milestones Family Ministry, which is designed to help the church focus on connecting with family, church and home.

The first thing I did was to hand out a flyer that reflected continuing Children’s ministries and several new ministries.  Next, I briefly introduced to this body a Family Ministries Strategy which included Legacy Milestones.  Handouts and a questionnaire were also distributed and discussed.  
For several months now, I’ve shared information on the strategy via the Challenger, and for those with internet access, our church website and by email.  I’ve stopped people in the hallways and visited folks at their home to talk to them about the Legacy Milestones ministry and how it can help our church reach our goals for assimilation and spiritual formation.    

I have recently tweaked a PowerPoint slideshow on the proposed Strategy for Family Ministries and presented it on several occasions including the family meeting following the Deacon’s Family Fellowship on March 22.  I’ve added the entire slideshow on our website.  Tonight you have another in-depth information sheet on the LMFM.   
Other resources I’ve advocated:  a book entitled, Shift, What it Takes to Reach Today’s Families, a website:  www.LegacyMilestones.com, churches who have adopted the Legacy Milestones program, and finally I’ve invited folks to call, visit or email me with their comments.  
The plan has come together so that I can begin recruiting Legacy Milestone Family Ministry (LMFM) leaders right away.  Facilitators and materials for the discipleship courses will be recruited and the first month’s free materials for the children’s program’s will be ordered within the week.  Be on the alert for the announcement of start dates.
